AUTHORIZATION FORM:

The Florida Department of Education’s Office of

Early Learning along with local early learning coalitions
throughout the state are prioritizing child care for first responders
and health care workers. Child care services for these personnel will be provided
regardless of income. The eligibility requirements include: the child is a U.S. citizen or
lawful resident, the family resides in Florida, and one or both parents is employed as a
first responder or health care worker. Please contact your local early learning coalition or
human resources department for more information.
